Mandate and Starting Points of the CWWPP
The mandate of the Coalition for Work With Psychotrauma and Peace (CWWPP) is the empowerment of people in transitional countries during or after armed conflict or with the potential for such conflict to take control of their own lives, particularly at grassroots level. 

The CWWPP believes in creating conditions for positive peace, as expressed by such workers as Prof. Emeritus Adam Curle of the University of Bradford, Prof. Annemiek Richters of the University of Leiden and others.

The Issues With Which the CWWPP is Involved Include
· Health, in particular psychological and physical health issues resulting from long-term conflict-related stress.  We regard such issues as natural reactions.  

· Non-violent conflict transformation and conflict prevention.

· Inter-religious and inter-ethnic dialogue.

· Democratization.

· Human Rights.
Levels at which the CWWPP works
· The individual.

· The Family.

· The Group (women, ex-soldiers, refugees, for example).

· The Community.

· The Society.


Techniques Used by the CWWPP
· Education and supervision of non-professionals on a long-term basis.  People who are members of a group (refugees, returnees, women, men) can learn to help one another, sometimes better than professionals.  Initial training lasts for 12-24 months and includes work on psychotrauma, non-violent conflict resolution and community development and civil society.  The training is highly participatory and is directed toward the needs expressed by the specific group.

· Education and supervision of professionals on a long-term basis.

· Formation of local community groups on a long-term basis.

· Formation of networks and coalitions of local and international governmental and non-governmental organizations.

· Counseling and other consultation of individuals and groups.

· Advocacy.

· Research and analysis.
· Mentoring of students doing internships and practical field work.

The Strategy of Complex Rehabilitation

Developed by Prof. Arpad Barath of the University of Pecs (Hungary) and Dr. Charles Tauber of the CWWPP in 1999, the Strategy provides a flexible method for reintegration of communities and return of persons to their homes.  It includes a thorough needs assessment, involvement of all groups within the community in making an inter-disciplinary plan, implementation that includes the widest possible cross-section of the community and continuing evaluation and research. Activities of the CWWPP

The CWWPP has held about 30 local client groups and 20 training groups for non-professionals and professionals in eastern Croatia, Bosnia and Herzegovina and in western Serbia.

These groups have included persons of all ages, of both sexes and of all educational levels.  They have included persons of many different professions and all the region’s ethnic groups.  
Some of the issues dealt with have included:

· Psychotrauma, that is, the normal reaction to events during and after the war.

· Loss.

· Mourning.

· Identity 
· Guilt.

· Shame.

· Interpersonal and group communication.

· Non-violent conflict resolution.

· How to communicate and work with governmental, non-governmental and international organizations.

· Return of people to their homes and restoration of normal life.

· Human rights.

· How and where to get help.

· How to help in the reconciliation and development of your own community.

The Field Institute for Post-Conflict Studies and Peacebuilding
The Institute, which is in the process of formation, will be located in the former Vukovar Synagogue, which is to be rebuilt.  It will include sections on inter-ethnic and inter-religious dialogue, the trauma of war, civil society, democratization and peacebuilding and on human rights.
