The Program
The aim of the Summer Program of the CWWPP for 2011 is to give the participant an impression of the reality of a post-conflict area and to assist in refining his/her academic skills. We tailor practice-based programs to suit the needs of the student.

Participation in the Program is not only an investment in knowledge; our program inspires you to adopt skills and values appropriate to the reality of post-conflict areas that sometimes differ considerably from theoretical considerations.
Course selection

The 4-Week Program
The Intensive Program/Internship comprises a series of seminars and forums given by local politicians, religious leaders, economists, and physicians, workers in non-governmental organizations and workers in international organizations. These provide a platform for discussion of a wide range of subjects using the situation of Vukovar and Doboj and their surroundings as illustrations of post-conflict conditions in general.
2010 marked 15 years since the Erdut and Dayton Agreements that signalled the end of the wars in Croatia and Bosnia-Herzegovina. Once an integrated city that was proud of its ethnic diversity, Vukovar is now so divided that children attend segregated schools and are taught in separate “languages” (in reality, dialects of what was formerly known as “Serbo-Croatian”). Doboj and surroundings before the war was also ethnically diverse, had a moderate amount of industry and was a locally popular tourist area. Aggression, anxiety, depression, war traumatization, discrimination, unemployment, poverty and other problems are widespread in both areas, leading to concern about the potential for new cycles of violence.
The goal of the CWWPP program is to increase the participant’s understanding of the long-term effects of ethnic violence, knowledge that could help promote healing, community recovery and prevention of new outbursts of violence in post-war areas.  In light of contact with our colleagues in other parts of the world and our own visits to a number of other post-conflict locations, we find that this understanding applies many other places as well.  More information can be found in our booklet The CWWPP/GRP:  Social Reconstruction and Health Toward the Future:  Lessons Learned from Eastern Croatia 1995-2010, available on our website, www.cwwpp.org.  In light of our experience, the CWWPP recently has produced a program for the future, known as our Platform, which also is available on our website. 
The participant will be encouraged to think about these situations creatively and to form his/her own opinions about them.  Depending on the number of participants, we can tailor the Program to meet the needs, interests and desires of the people taking part.

Project period 

The CWWPP also offers an optional four-week period during which participants will be assisted in carrying out a short research project.  In order to obtain a certificate of completion of this period, the participant will be required to complete a 7500 word paper and give a seminar on the research topic.

Sightseeing and Other Excursions
While you are in Vukovar and Doboj, there will be possibilities for excursions to many locations around the Balkans. Excursions can be organized easily to Osijek, Zagreb, Belgrade, Sarajevo, Budapest, the Croatian and Montenegrin coasts and other parts of the region.  Such excursions are the responsibility of the participant. CWWPP staff will assist with logistics as staff time permits.  The costs of such excursions are not included in the course contribution.
Payment and Other Conditions
The course contribution, which is tax-deductible in many countries, also includes Internet use, limited use of office equipment for printing and copying, housing and lunches for the intensive period of the course. 

Please note that all participants are required to submit evidence of health insurance valid in Croatia and Bosnia-Herzegovina and other locations to which they are traveling during the course period.  Further, as health care facilities in these regions are limited, all participants are required to submit a letter from a physician demonstrating good physical and mental health. While we do not discriminate against those with physical or emotional problems, CWWPP staff members have limited amounts of time to deal with any but the most minor problems. We apologize in advance for these limitations.  The CWWPP assumes no liability for accidents or other incidents, and participants should insure themselves accordingly.  Please note that the costs of any treatment, as well as the costs of time spent by CWWPP staff, must be borne by the participant. Payment may be made in Euros to our Dutch account or at an equivalent rate on the date of payment in US Dollars by check to our US account.  Payment must be received at least one month before the start of the course.  Bank charges must be paid by the participant. No refunds will be made 30 days or less before the start of the course.  In case of cancellation by the participant more than 30 days before the start of the course, a 25% administration charge will be levied.  Participants are requested to pay only when acceptance is final.  

No liability will be assumed by the CWWPP in the case that the course is cancelled.  While, in that case, we will return any fees paid to us, we will assume no responsibility for non-refundable airfares or for any other costs incurred by the participant.
Please note that visas and other travel documents are the responsibility of the participant, and the CWWPP will issue invitations but will not issue financial guarantee letters.  If visas are required, we urge you to begin the process as far in advance as possible, as our experience is that the bureaucracy can be exceedingly time-consuming.  For further information, please contact the embassies of Croatia and Bosnia-Herzegovina closest to you.

The minimum age for participation in all CWWPP programs is 22. A minimum of two years of post-secondary education is also a prerequisite for participation.
Certification

The CWWPP will issue a certificate upon the conclusion of the course and will complete any documentation required by the participant’s educational or other institution.  No certificate will be issued nor will documentation be completed unless all obligations – financial and academic – have been completed.
